Guide to Unit Election 
Procedures 

(By Ryan Ziegler and Jack Golden)

In order to have quality unit elections we must 
have a system of operations to rely upon. We 
have compiled a short list that may be checked by 
chapters to make sure they are doing quality and 
meaningful elections.

__ Get a list of units from your District Executive or 
contact any Lodge Ofýcer for a list

__ Contact every unit leader on the list and schedule 
an election. (If a unit leader does not wish to have 
an election notify your Chapter Advisor.) You must 
ýll out a Unit Election Form (a Four-Part Carbon 
Copy Form) for each unit. If a unit does not hold an 
election write the reason on a form and still send it 
in. Forms can be acquired from Jack Golden if your 
chapter does not already have some.

__ Have a trained election team hold every election. 
Include a Camp Wilderness promotion. DVDs can 
be attained through Ryan Ziegler or Jack Golden if 
you do not have one. Election team must conduct 
elections to full standards and be dressed in 
complete Class A Uniforms as well as OA Sashes.

__ Give the Unit their copy of the Four-Part form. 
The Chapter Chief should be sent/given the chapter 
copy, and send the Lodge and Council copies to the 
Lodge Vice-Chief of Chapters, Ryan Ziegler. Ryan
