Then | bet you have wondered
what each one signiyed. The yrst is the red arrow on a white sash; this is an Ordeal Member sash.

The next sash has a red arrow with two red bars; one above the arrow head and one below the petching of the
arrow. This is the sash of a Brotherhood Member. This signiyes that a wearer of the sash has sealed his or her
membership in the Order of the Arrow and marks the completion of the memberés induction into the Order of
the Arrow.

If youdre and Ordeal Member, you too can seal your membership in the Order by completing the Brotherhood.

The requirements to become a Brotherhood Member are as follows:

I am Allowat Sakima in my chapterds Ordeal ceremony team, so | am the yrst brother to give the Ordeal
members the handclasp, and its meaning. My problem is that, according to the current Ordeal Ceremony
book, I am to give the new Ordeal members the AOA Handclasp.0 This is in direct contradiction to what

I was taught and what | am told by my Chapter Adviser, who says there are diffferent handclasps for the
Ordeal and the Brotherhood. Which is right -- are there separate handclasps for Brotherhood and Ordeal,
or only one?

A: There is only one Order of the Arrow Handclasp, there are not different ones for the Ordeal and Brotherhood.
The OA handclasp is given by shaking with your left hand while interlocking the pinky and ring yngers. These last
two yngers are interlocked in the handclasp. You can ynd this in the cermony manuals and on the OA Jumpstart
page http://Jumpstart.oa-bsa.org

Because past ceremony book printings used different (and perhaps more confusing) language to describe the
handclasp, and because the Boy Scout handclasp changed in 1972, there was a period of time when many people

mistakenly believed that Ordeal members had a different handclasp than Brotherhood members. It is likely that
your adviser and others received their instruction during

this period, or received it from those who had. .

In any case, it is only right that all of us make the effort
to use the correct handclasp from now on. Part of our
leadership in service is to set the proper example. You
are correct to follow the description given in the current
ceremony books.
